The lead staff member will be responsible for duties that include sharing knowledge of performing arts with youth which
will culminate in a classroom final share directed, music directed and/or choreographed by the lead staff member. You will
also be responsible for onsite parent communication and as act as a liaison between your site, parents, and SPARC
administrative staff. The ideal candidate will be an excellent teaching artist and multitasker with a genuine passion for
working with and empowering young people through performing arts. Applicants should be knowledgeable, patient, fun-
loving, and confident in their ability to motivate and assist youth in everything from learning new skills to

fostering friendships between young people.

e Schedule planning meetings with your lead team to create lessons and details for camp

e Create daily lesson plans in alignment with desired program outcomes and curriculum
e Supervise up to 3 Counselors and any onsite volunteers

e Adhere to the daily schedule of activities

e Direct/Music Direct/Choreograph final share

e Set up and break down classrooms and activities

e Oversee lunch and snack times

o Perform first aid or take care of injuries as needed

e Mediate any conflicts that may arise between members of your staff or students

e Keep accurate incident reports

e Answer questions that may arise from parents/guardians

e Check ins with staff and supervisor will take place during the camp day throughout the program
e Other responsibilities, as assigned
